When: beginning of August  2010 
Where: 14 days in Atlanta Georgia and the Greater Region 
Who can apply: students between 15 and 18 years of age 
 
Value of Grant: The student will have the opportunity to travel to Atlanta and get 
professional training before the trip. The trip will include meetings with students, 
teachers, business people as well as high officials. Additional activities in Atlanta 
(entrance to museums or sport events, e.g.) will have to be paid for by the 
participants. A personal contribution to the travel expenses of approximately 400 € is 
expected. 
 
Applicant’s profile: good English skills, a high interest in representing Nuremberg 
and the Metropolitan Area, interesting hobbies and volunteer work, good 
communication skills 
 
Professional Training before the trip: 
The applicant needs to be willing to meet on a regular basis, take conversation 
classes at the America House and visit lectures and seminars that inform him/her 
about American issues. All these events will prepare the participant for the trip and 
are mandatory.

Please send in a personal statement explaining why you would be the best 
representative going to Atlanta. We are also interested in getting to know your free-
time activities and personal interests.
